Operation Steps 



• Three sizes (10mm, 15mm, 20mm) to fit more indications 
 

• Simple, ease-of-use balloon pump device 
 

• Radiopaque markers on the balloon indicates accurate 
positioning 
 

• Percutaneous surgical approach 
 

• Decrease the risk of cement leakage 
 

• Rapidly restore the collapsed vertebral body
